NOVELS OF THE CUSTOMS CODE OF THE EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION

From 1 January 2018 and entered into force the Customs code of the Eurasian economic Union
(hereinafter — CC of EAEU). This comprehensive document has replaced the current with the 2010
Customs code of the Customs Union (hereinafter — CC of CU). It sets out the basic principles which
will guide the work of the customs services of the five (the Republic of Belarus, Russian Federation,
Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Armenia). The aim is to explore innovations in
customs legislation in the framework of the entry into force of the customs code of the EAEU. The
relevance of the study is that the need to update the document due not only to the formation of the Eu-
rasian economic Union, but also the necessity of systematization of legislation. For the sake of truth it
should be noted that for the past six years there have been several attempts to amend the existing
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agreement. But compromise is not always possible. Now all the documents are codified and updated,
taking into account existing international standards.

It must be emphasized that the EAEU Customs code based on international best practices of
customs administration, including on the provisions of the Kyoto Convention on the simplification and
harmonization of customs procedures and the Bali agreement of the world trade organization on trade
facilitation.

Material and methods. The research was made by the Customs code of the Customs Union
and Customs code of the Eurasian economic Union. Research method — analysis.

Results and their discussion. It is obvious that the necessity of changes in customs regulation
in the Eurasian economic Union is long overdue. Take the fact that the Customs Union was created in
three countries — Belarus, Kazakhstan and Russia, now we are talking about the EEU, which includes
also Armenia and Kyrgyzstan.

Belarus took an active part in development of EAEU Customs code. Representatives of minis-
tries and departments participated regularly in the meetings of expert and ‘working groups, the high-
level segment and other activities related to the development of the code. Similar meetings at the in-
ternational level took place about 60.

On the basis of internal coordination of the draft document of the Eurasian economic Commis-
sion had received more than 2 thousand comments and suggestions; of which about 25% — from Bela-
rus. So, in the final version of the Customs code entered Belarusian.concept of automatic registration
of the customs Declaration, autopause, reduction of terms of release of goods, and others.

In General, the customs code of the EAEU is a document reflecting the current stage of the Eu-
rasian integration. However, its adoption is a significant step forward.

The new code meets the basic principles and purposes of the EAEU, it will help to protect eco-
nomic interests of Belarus will allow increasing the efficiency of customs control, to accelerate the
operations as customs authorities and participants of foreign trade, introduce advanced methods of
administration.

It is assumed that the application of international best practices will significantly enhance the
activities linked to external markets of enterprises.

From 1 January 2018 submission to the customs authority of the Declaration of goods on paper
will be the exception, not the rule.

Provisions of the code the possibility of conducting customs control, information systems. This
allows us to apply the technology of automatic registration of customs declarations and automatic re-
lease of goods and to carry out individual forms of customs control in automatic mode without the par-
ticipation of officials of customsbodies. Let me remind you that Belarusian customs — first among the
States — participants of the EAEC implemented experiments for the automatic release of the goods.

So, for 11 months of 2017 in.automatic mode issued more than 56 thousand export declarations,
which accounted for 13 % of the total number of such declarations. In addition, 21 thousand import
declarations issued in automatic. Figure autobypass transit has more than twice exceeded the forecast
for the current year that is defined by strategy of development of customs bodies over the reporting
period, decorated with some 6 million transit declarations.

Implementation of advanced tools of customs administration will reduce the time costs of par-
ticipants of foreign economic activities and minimize corruption risks.

In a new document for foreign citizens temporarily importing vehicles on the territory of the
EEU identified a number of benefits that will simplify the procedure for temporary import of cars and
minimize the number of offenses.

So, the time limit of temporary import of foreign cars by physical persons permanently residing
on the territory of the member States of the EEU will be for one year. Only it should be required to
provide a security of payment of customs duties. Under current law, such a period is six months.

Without the permission of the customs authority without the customs Declaration will be possi-
ble to transfer the temporarily imported vehicle is a natural person permanently residing in the territo-
ry of a member state of the EEU, parents, children, spouse. A foreign citizen without permission of the
customs authority will be able to transfer temporarily imported means of transport to another foreign
citizen.

Such innovations will simplify the procedure of use of temporarily imported vehicles.
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Determination of the customs value of goods, as before, will be carried out in accordance with
the principles of the world customs organization. This will extended the list of customs procedures in
which the determination of such a value is not required. Along with procedure of customs transit in the
list of such procedures hit the customs warehouse, destruction, refusal in favor of the state and a spe-
cial customs procedure.

Conclusion. Note that these simplifications do not in any way restrict the right of customs bo-
dies to carry out control activities and to request the necessary information if there are signs of viola-
tion of customs legislation. The new code codified about 20 international treaties in force: For the past
six years there have been attempts to make changes to these documents, that is not always possible.
The customs code of the EAEU has included all the necessary changes, eliminating legal conflicts and

gaps.
