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The Category of Self-ldentity
as the Object of Literary
and Other Humanitarian Knowledge

The article deals with the category of self-identity as the object of interdisciplinary humanitarian science, which in recent decades
has acquired the status of the most topical phenomenon in various humanitarian fields.

The purpose of the study is to identify and characterize the essence of the phenomenon of self-identity in interdisciplinary discourse
in diachronic and synchronous aspects.

Material and methods. As a material for the analysis of the self-identity category, scientific studies in psychological, sociological,
social psychological and philosophical, anthropological, literature fields, which are connected with the phenomenon, are used.

As research methods, the cultural-historical, the comparative-historical and elements of contextual analysis are used.

Findings and their discussion. Approaches to the analysis of self-identity have changed during the twentieth century: from
an unconscious psychological process (W. James, Z. Freud) to a social phenomenon (J. Mead, C. Cooley). With the beginning of
philosophical researches (M. Heidegger, J. Habermas, V. Hesle), attention was paid to the communicative, cognitive nature of self-
identity, the contradiction of “I—not I”, etc. Nowadays, cultural works (E. Giddens, A. Shamanov, A. Astakhov), philological (P. Riker,
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M. Bakhtin, L. Safronov), new psychological (A. Lukyanov) identity theories have become widespread. Different levels of personal

identity are studied. The research process of various aspects is expanding, which requires a certain scientific integrity of learning.
Conclusion. Self-identity is defined primarily as a complex, culturally and historically determined, continuous process of finding

the person’s identity with himself. The dialectic of this process lies in the impossibility of such self-coincidence, as well as in the

opposition of personal and social components.
