attention, and it is not conducive to deep reading that requires long-term concentration after form-
ing a habit, and it is not conducive to the ability to integrate information [2].

3) Too much personal information exposure, privacy leakage and other security risks

56.2% of college students who are dissatisfied with social networks choose the lack of
security of personal information and privacy, second only to too much invalid information
such as advertisements.

Conclusion. 1. It shows that many college students regard social network as a way to
relax and play, record life and obtain information.

2. Hot topics, real-time hot search lists, and friends' sharing allow users to instantly un-
derstand the latest information. And more free access to information on social networks. On
the one hand, you can focus on areas of interest independently. On the other hand, the media
constraints and public constraints in the process of self-media communication are greatly re-
duced, and the communication environment is more relaxed and free.

3. Colleges and universities can improve the media literacy of college students in the
following ways: take media literacy education as a general course; use campus media as a
platform to actively carry out media literacy practices for college students; develop various
forms of social media literacy education. In addition to improving the ability of analyzing,
judging, and disseminating information, media literacy education also aims to enable college
students to make rational use of media information to promote their own development.
