Motives and Principles of Names of Linear Objects
of Cities in Southwestern England

The article discusses the motives and principles of the nomination of the godonymicons of 8 urban agglomerations of Southwestern
England. To analyze the corpus of godonyms, a lexical and semantic classification and a scheme for identifying cultural and linguistic
motivations recorded in the godonymic system of English cities were used.

The purpose of the article is to identify the lexical, semantic, cultural and linguistic motivations of urbanonyms in the South-West
of England.

Material and methods. The source of the research material was lists of street names of English cities (1788 units) obtained by
continuous sampling from toponymic dictionaries, topographic maps and Internet resources, methods of inventory and systematization
of onomastic material, semantic description and structural analysis were used.

Findings and their discussion. It was found out that the semantic principle of nomination is more widespread (69.5%). Semantic
godonyms are represented by orienting and characterizing names in equal proportions. Among the semantic orvienting godonyms, external
ones predominate (68.1%,). Phyto—faunal names are included in the corpus of semantic characterizing names (34.5%). The semiotic
principle of nomination (30.5%) is less widespread than the semantic one. Semiotic godonyms are represented by demonstrative and
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memorative nominations. The dominant names are memorative (93.9%). Among them, the nomination by the surnames of landowners

and homeowners prevails (35.0%).

Depending on their motivational characteristics and the degree of quantitative representation, godonyms are divided into:
topogodonyms (37.3%), anthropogodonyms (25.9%), characterizing godonyms (13.1%), phytogodonyms (10.5%), nominations related
to human practice (5.7%), landscape godonyms (3.7%,), zoogodonyms (2.8%,) and the names of royal and noble titles (1.0%).

Conclusion. The revealed principles of naming intra-urban linear objects of cities in the South-West of England characterize the

linguistic and cultural landscape of cities in this region.
