Clammy goosefoot (Dysphania Pumilio (R. Br.) Mosyakin et clemants,
Amaranthaceae Juss.)

The article presents data on the new for the flora of Belarus adventive species — clammy goosefoot (Dysphania pumilio (R. Br.) Mosyakin et
Clemants, Amaranthaceae Juss.). This Austlalian originated species was discovered in the south-eastern part of the republic in the suburbs of
settlement Ilyich Rogachev district in Gomel region. Morphological description of the the species, its general dispersion as well as the brief cha-
racteristics of the location are given; possible ways of transfer onto the territory of the republic are predicted. The obtained data supplement the
information on the species composition of the genus of Dysphania on the territory of the republic, they also specify general dispersion of the spe-
cies in the countries of Eastern Europe. The collected herbarium material is kept in the herbarium of Botany department of BSU(MSKU). Dupli-
cates are sent to the herbarium of the Botany Institute named after Komarov of the RAS (LE) and to the Botany department of Brest State Univer-
sity.
