The Gender Component
in the System of City Street Names
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Gender analysis in onomastics is a new direction that studies the rich layer of national, cultural and social information contained
in proper names.

The purpose of the article is to establish the representation of gender characteristics in the nominations of inner-city linear objects
in South-West England.

Material and methods. The source of the research material was the lists of street names of English cities (1,788 units) obtained
by continuous sampling from toponymic dictionaries, topographic maps and Internet resources, using methods of inventory and
systematization of onomastic material, semantic description and structural analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The article reveals the gender characteristics of the names of inner-city linear objects in the
South-West of England both at the level of the statistical structure of urbanonyms (86.5% of the total number of anthroponyms are
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formed from the names and surnames of men and 13.5% are formed from the names and surnames of women) and in their qualitative
content (the ratio of the spheres of activity of persons whose names became the basis for the nomination godonyms). The analysis of the
data allowed us to establish a number of distinctive characteristics of the objectification of the feminine and masculine sets of gender
asymmetry in the English street naming system. The most socially significant in the category of ‘male’ names in cities are such groups
of nominations as scientists and artists (21.0%), statesmen (20.2%), religious figures (16.0%), in the category of ‘feminine’ names —

royals (5.3%), saints (4.1%), scientists and artists (2.7%,).

Conclusion. The asymmetry of male and female names in urban space is a global cultural problem the solution of which contributes
to an understanding of the importance of harmony in gender urbanonymy and godonymy.
